The Fifteenth annual RED RIVER VALLEY INTERNATIONAL CLASSIC competition will be held Friday, February 10 through Sunday, February 12th, 

2012 at the Moorhead Sports Center, 324 24th Street South, Moorhead, MN.  There are two ice surfaces each 85’ x 200’ with slightly rounded 

corners and seating in both arenas.  Locker rooms, concessions and vendors will be available throughout the competition. 

RULES AND ELIGIBILITY 

The competition will consist of Free Skating, Compulsory/Short Program, Moves in the Field, Artistic Free Skate, Solo Dance, Synchronized Skating 

and an Artistic Final Round with cash memorial skating scholarships being awarded.  These events are open to all eligible persons and synchronized 

teams who are registered with the US Figure Skating or Skate Canada and are members in good standing. 

The competition will be conducted in accordance with the rules of US Figure Skating as set forth in the 2012 Official USFSA Rule Book, except as 

otherwise noted in this announcement.  Age as of closing date of entries shall govern.  Also tests passed as of the closing date of entries shall 

govern eligibility for all events.  Skaters may compete in as many events as qualified by their test level or at one level higher.  The 6.0 judging system 

will be used for all events. 

All official bulletins and notices will be posted on the official bulletin board at the Moorhead Sports Center and shall be considered sufficient notice to 

all competitors, parents, professionals and officials.  Decisions by the Referee on all matters will be final. 

ENTRIES/FEES 

All entries must be post office postmarked mail (not metered) no later than midnight December 17, 2011.  No telephone entries will be accepted.  

Entries received after this date will be accepted at the discretion of the Referee and Competition committee and ONLY if accompanied by a $25.00 

late fee.  In the event that a skater is signed up for the incorrect level or event, the Chief Referee must approve all changes.  The skater will then 

be charged an additional fee of $25.00 to make any changes.  All entries must be completely and correctly filled out and signed by the 

competitor, a parent/guardian if the competitor is under the age of 18, the coach, and a Club official.  If incomplete entries are received, you will 

receive a COLLECT phone call to obtain the needed information.  The appropriate fees must accompany all entries. 

ENTRY FEES:  Singles:   First event; - $95.00, artistic event - $25.00, each additional event - $20.00 

   Synchronized:  $80.00 per team ($50.00 for Beginner teams) plus $8.00 per skater (Including alternates) 

Make check or money order (Canadians send money orders in US funds) payable to:  RRVFSC.  There will be a $25.00 charge for returned checks 

and postdated checks are not acceptable.  There are no refunds under any circumstances (this includes medical) after closing date unless the event 

is cancelled for lack of participation.  Rule 3027 states, once entries have closed, entry fees are refundable only if the competition is not held.  

Any scheduled event may be cancelled or combined if there are fewer than two entrants or if the chairpersons/Referee determines that insufficient 

ice time is available to complete all events in an orderly manner.  Skaters will be notified if their event is cancelled or combined. 

PRACTICE ICE 

No official practice ice is included with your registration fees.  Individual practice ice can be purchased online in advance or at the competition for 

various times on Thursday, Friday and Saturday.  Synchronized teams will have practice ice either Saturday evening and/or Sunday morning.  

Practice ice will be sold on a first-come, first-serve basis for individuals and synchronized teams.  Cost of individual practice ice is $10.00 per 30-

minute session; cost of synchronized practice ice is $50.00 per 15 minutes.  A practice ice schedule will accompany each competitor and/or team’s 

confirmation letter.  Reservations will be made online at www.rrvfsc.org. 

A registration desk will be established in the front lobby of the Moorhead Sports Center on Thursday, February 9th with the first practice session.  The 

desk will remain open during all scheduled events.  Competitors are advised to arrive at the arena 45 minutes before the scheduled time of their 

event.

MUSIC 

For events requiring music, music will be by CD, with one program per CD.  Due to compatibility and reliability reasons no music may be submitted 

on re-recordable ―CDRW‖.  CD’s must be clearly marked with skater’s name and event and are to be turned in at the registration desk during check-

in.  The skater or coach should have a back-up copy on hand at the actual time of competition.  All synchronized teams must have an additional copy 

of their music available for practice sessions.  The competition committee will take all reasonable precautions to safeguard your CD’s; however, the 

committee will not accept responsibility for accidental damage.  CD’s may be picked up at the registration desk after the event.  Any unclaimed CD’s 

will be returned upon request at the skater’s expense. 

ADMISSION 

The competition is open to the general public for viewing at no charge. 

AWARDS 

Awards will be presented off-ice after each individual event.  Trophies will be given for 1st-4th placement in individual events.  A photographer will be 

taking award photos for all events during the competition.  Please accept your award promptly after the results are posted so that all winners may 

pose for the group photograph.  We ask all group winners pose for the group picture even if you do not plan to purchase a picture.  Synchronized 

awards are presented on-ice after the last team has competed.  1st-3rd place synchronized teams will receive a team trophy; additionally each team 

member will receive an individual medal with the exception of the Beginner teams.  Beginner 1st-3rd place team members will receive individual 

medals only; no team trophy. 

ACCOMMODATIONS 

The host hotel is the Holiday Inn in Fargo located about 15 minutes from the rink.  A limited number of rooms are on reserve for the competition.  

Please call the hotel direct (1-877-282-2700), ask for Pat, and identify yourself or group as participants in the RRV Figure Skating Classic when 

making reservations to receive the special rate ($109.00) obtained for the competition.  All meals for children 12 and younger are free for at the 

Holiday Inn during your stay.  Reservations need to be made by January 9th.

*Deductions will be taken for any added element, missing elements, and interruptions in the flow of the program. 

*Double jumps may not be substituted for single jumps. 

*Axel is considered a single jump unless otherwise noted. 

*Combination jumps may not have a turn or change of foot in between.

TEST TRACK FREESKATE 

Skaters may enter EITHER the new test track free skate program OR the well-balanced free skate program but NOT both during the same 

nonqualifying competition.  Competitors will skate to the music of their choice, vocal music permitted. 

Deductions WIILL be made for skaters including technical elements not permitted in the event description. 

 * 0.1 from EACH mark for each technical element included that is not permitted in the event description

ARTISTIC 

*Skaters may use vocal or instrumental music of their choice. 

*Costumes are permitted: NO props allowed—this includes feathers. 

*Skaters are judged on originality, creativity, and musical interpretation. 

*Ladies and Men may compete against each other at all levels. 

*Artistic test level is same as Freeskate test level or you may skate one level higher. 

*Programs should be designed to entertain and/or emotionally move the audience; artistic feeling and presentation are stressed more than technical 

difficulty. 

All levels, No Test through Pre-Juvenile/Open Pre-Juvenile, can have a maximum of three jumps; no axels or doubles and a maximum time limit of 

1 ½ minutes. 

All levels, Juvenile/Open Juvenile through Senior, can have a maximum of three jumps; no doubles and a maximum time limit of 2 minutes. 

 

ARTISTIC FINAL ROUND 

PRELMINARY THROUGH SENIOR ARTISTIC COMPETITORS: 

In memory of long time FM skating enthusiast, Archie Vraa, his family with the RRVFSC, will be conducting a final round in the artistic event with 

cash Memorial Skating Scholarship awards to be given to the top three finishers.  As the artistic events were a favorite of Archie’s, the family 

requested this special event to honor him. 

*There will be two flights: Preliminary through Pre-Juvenile/Open Pre-Juvenile AND Juvenile/Open Juvenile through Senior. 

*The initial round will be held Thursday or Friday with the final round (if qualified) to be held on Saturday evening. 

*Competitors in the final round will use the same program as initial round with same criteria as posted in the announcement. 

*The number of competitors and artistic events will determine the number of skaters advancing to the final round.  The two top finishers in each initial 

round will advance to the final round. 

*Any and all ties will be broken with the second mark. (Presentation) 

*The first place winner in each flight will receive a $150.00 Memorial Skating Scholarship, the second place winners will each receive a $100.00 

Memorial Skating Scholarship and the third place finishers will each receive a $50.00 Memorial Skating Scholarship.

SOLO DANCE SERIES 

 US Figure Skating is pleased to announce the 2011-12 Solo Dance competition series.  This program began in the 2010-11 season and is open to 

individual skaters within the Eastern, Midwestern and Pacific Coast sections.  Skaters participating in at least two competitions within their respective 



sections accumulate points based upon placement that will be used to determine qualification of individual skaters to the National Solo Dance 

Championships.  Skaters must compete in at least two competitions within their section to be eligible to compete at the National Solo Dance 

Championships. 

For the Solo Pattern Dance all skaters must compete at their test level or one level above of their highest completed dance test.  The determination 

of level will be based upon test level at entry deadline. 

The test level is determined by a skater completing all of the dance tests within that level.  Skaters may not change levels once the deadline has 

passed and./or their individual form is submitted to US Figure Skating.  Participants may test during the Series season (October 1, 2011-August 26, 

2012) without penalty, but cannot change or move up levels during the Solo Dance Series season.  Test level may be either standard or solo dance.  

Dance music selection for Pattern Dance events will be chosen from the Standardized music of the ISU per rule 6030.  Entry fees are set by the LOC 

and must accompany LOC entry forms.  Warm up groups for events will be posted prior to the start of the competition and are subject to change up 

to 15 minutes prior to the start of an event, due to withdrawals.  Groups will not consist of more than 18 skaters.  If more than 18 skaters are entered 

in one level, the skaters will be split as evenly as possible into as many groups as are necessary. 

Skaters interested in participating in the Solo Dance Competition Series will need to complete a registration form and pay an additional fee to US 

Figure Skating between September 15, 2011 – December 1, 2011. Sign up to be a part of the 2012 National Solo Dance Series using the following 

link:  http://fs12.formsite.com/USFSAIT/SYSWJrAvailability/index.html.  Solo Dance registration costs $15.00.  Following successful registration you 

will receive a confirmation e-mail containing your Solo Dance Series number to use when registering for competitions. Register for each of the non 

qualifying competitions you wish to complete in throughout the season.  You are responsible for signing up for the events on your own.  US Figure 

Skating will receive the results from each of the Solo Dance Series Competitions from the LOC’s and will periodically post updated point standings 

throughout the season.  In order to earn points within the Series, you must be registered with US Figure Skating as a participant prior to competing in 

a Solo Dance Series Competition.  Top six skaters in each level and section in solo pattern dance will advance to the 2012 National Solo Dance 

Championships in Colorado Springs, CO., September 2012. 

Ladies will skate the ladies’ steps and men will skate the men’s steps, no exceptions.  Athletes will perform the number of patterns in accordance to 

the rules as described in the 2012 US Figure Skating Rulebook.  The number of sequences skated for Pattern Dance events will be based upon Rule 

6075.   

Upon participating in the Solo Dance competitions, it is expected that skaters will compete in the National Solo Dance Championships upon 

qualification.  If a skater declines his/her invitation to compete in the National Solo Dance Championships, he/she must notify Brenda Glidewell, US 

Figure Skating Programs Manager by the deadline date on the online acceptance form that is sent out following the conclusion of the season.  No 

alternates will be invited to attend under any circumstances. 2012 nonqualifying competitors that are participating events in the 2012 Solo Dance 

Series season will be listed in the Resource Box on the Solo Dance Competition Series webpage, http://www,usfsa.org/Programs.asp?id=479.

2012 edition of the U.S. Figure Skating Rulebook and this announcement. Particular note should be taken of these

 Rules 7200-7290, 7500-7520: Requirements for each level  

  

 Rule 2910: Duration and Warm-up Periods of Synchronized Team Skating

 Rule 7020: Clothing - Synchronized Team Skating 

  

 Rule 7021: The costume of the competitors must be modest, dignified, and appropriate for athletic competition, not garish or 
theatrical in design. The costume may, however, reflect the character of the music chosen. 
 

 A. Ladies may wear a skirt or body suits or full-length trousers. Ladies skirts must not be below the top of the calf of the legs 
for safety reasons. 
 
B. Men must wear full-length trousers; no tights are permitted. 
 
C. The costume must not give the effect of excessive nudity for an athletic sport. The costume and make-up must not be 
theatrical and must not highlight any skater.

 D. Headdresses must be kept to a minimum. Any ornamentation attached to clothing or head must be firmly fastened so as not 
to fall off while skating under normal competitive conditions. There can be no props on the ice and hand props such as 
banners, canes, or pompoms are not permitted. 

 

 Rule 7022: Sequins, rhinestones or jeweled trim may be used in moderation on the clothing of senior, junior and collegiate 
synchronized skating teams only. This adornment is allowed on the bodice only. Sleeves and skirts are to be void of adornment. 
Feathers or other materials that could be dislodged upon contact are not allowed. The use of adornments at all other levels is 
prohibited. 

 

 Rule 7024: The use of hair pins and bobby pins is prohibited while skating in any synchronized skating competition. 

 

Liability: U.S. Figure Skating, RRVFSC and Moorhead Sports Center accept no responsibility for injury or damage 

sustained by any participant in these championships.  This is in accordance with Rule 2300 of the 2012 edition of the 

official U.S. Figure Skating Rulebook.

A. Basic Skills Beginner 1 A team of 8 to 16 skaters. The majority of the team must be 

under 9 on the preceding July 1.  

Program duration: 1 ½ - 2minutes +/- 10 sec.  

Required elements: 

a. Circle: 1 circle, include a 2-foot turn and a forward inside   

and/or forward outside edge glide 

b. Line: Cover the ice and include only forward skating skills. 

c. Block: Cover the ice and include only one configuration. 

d. Wheel: A 4-spoke wheel with backward pumps.  

e. Intersection: 2 lines facing each other, forward 2-foot glide at  

the point of intersection.  

RESTICTIONS: 

- No additional elements allowed. 

- Holds may only include shoulder-to-shoulder and hand-to-hand. 

- No changes or direction and traveling within elements- 

- No steps or moves in Basic 6 or higher.  

 

SECTION 1: BASIC SKILLS / BEGINNER EVENTS 
For all events: No skaters may have passed higher than the preliminary test in any discipline, and the 

majority of the team must be “no test.”  

“The purpose for the competition is to promote a FUN, introductory competitive experience for the beginning skater.” 



B. Basic Skills Beginner 2 A team of 8 to 16 skaters. The majority of the team must be   

9 – 11 years old on the preceding July 1.  

Program duration: 1 ½ - 2minutes +/- 10 sec.  

Required elements 

a. Circle: 1 circle, include the combination move* from Basic 8  

b. Line: Cover the ice may include both forward and backward  

  skating skills.  

c. Block: Cover the ice and include 1 or 2 configurations. 

d. Wheel: Wheel of choice with backward pumps. 

e. Intersection: 2 lines facing each other, forward 2-foot or  

 1-foot glide at the point of intersection.  

RESTRICIONS: 
- No additional elements allowed. 
- Holds may only include shoulder-to-shoulder and hand-to-hand 
- No changes or direction and traveling within elements 

- No steps or moves in Free Skate 2 or higher.  

  

C. Basic Skills Beginner 3 A team of 8 to 16 skaters. The majority of the team must be  

at least 12 years old on the preceding July 1 

Program duration: 2–2 ½ minutes +/- 10 sec.  

Required elements 

a. Circle: 1 circle, include the combination move* from Basic 8  

b. Line: Cover the ice must include both forward and backward 

 skating skills.  

c. Block: Cover the ice and include 2 or 3 configurations. 

d. Wheel: Wheel of choice. 

e. Intersection: 2 lines facing each other, forward 1-foot glide or 

 forward lunge at the point of intersection.      

RESTRICTIONS:

* The combination move is element C in Basic 8: Two forward crossovers into a forward inside mohawk, step down or 

cross behind, step into a backward crossover, step forward onto a forward inside edge glide. It does not need to be 

repeated, and does not need to be done in both directions.  

 

These levels are part of the U.S. Figure Skating Basic Skills program. Basic Skills competition guidelines will be used. 

There will be no more than 6 teams in each group, and judges must only be members of U.S. Figure Skating at least 

16 years old. If there are not enough entries, Beginner 1 and Beginner 2 can be combined, at the discretion of the

 Program duration: 3 minutes. 

Well balanced program: Rule 7240 

F.  Intermediate:  A team of 12 to 20 skaters. Skaters must be under 18 on the preceding July 1.   

Program duration: 3 ½ minutes. 

Well balanced program: Rule 7230 

G.  Novice:   A team of 12 to 20 skaters. Skaters must be under 16, with the exception that up to 4 team 

members may be 16 or 17, on the preceding July 1.   

Program duration: 3 ½ minutes 

Well balanced program: Rule 7220 

H.  Junior:   A team of 12 to 16 skaters. Skaters must be at least 12 and under 19 on the preceding July 1.  

Free skate duration: 4 minutes 

Well balanced program: Rule 7210 

I.  Senior: A team of 16 skaters. Skaters must be at least 14 on the preceding July 1.   

Free skate duration: 4 ½ minutes. 

Well balanced program: Rule 7200
